1. Welcome by EuroCHRIE President (Jan Meijerhof - JM) 
EuroCHRIE-president Jan Meijerhof welcomed delegates and members to the AGM, and mentioned that the time for the meeting would be kept strict and reports kept to the most important issues, so all delegates would be able to get ready for the gala dinner. 
Furthermore JM thanked John Fong for a very successful conference so far

3. Minutes of the last General Meeting – San Diego, USA  (Anders Justenlund - AJ)

4. EuroCHRIE President Report (Jan Meijerhof - JM)
JM informed the AGM about the state of the federation and presented the highlights of the federation activities. The report included the following items: 

· Partnership deal with RedGlobal 

· A closer partnership between ApacCHRIE and EuroCHRIE 

· Definition if new geographical areas and appointment of new Area Consultants 

After his report JM shortly introduced the membership survey before handing over the word to Kevin Nield 
5. Immediate Past President Report (Richard Ginioux - RG)
RG was not present at the meeting and the item was skipped. 
6. Vice President Report (Kevin Nield)
Kevin Nield reminded the delegates to fill out the future strategy questionnaire – deadline Oct. 15 and underlined the importance of being as detailed as possible. KN reminded the meeting that this was a direct opportunity to have an impact on the future of ICHRIE. 

Furthermore KN informed the AGM about the success of the African Forum, which he hosted earlier this conference. KN expressed that he would be able to continue the African Forum in the future and mentioned the possibility of an African Impact Study.     
7. Secretary Report (Anders Justenlund - AJ)

AJ informed the meeting that in the future all minutes would be uploaded on the EuroCHRIE website after approval. This would include both the minutes from EuroCHRIE Board Meetings and AGMs /federation meetings. 

AJ also informed that he would introduce a new format for the minutes making it easier to create a quick overview of the federations meeting activities. AJ noted that the template for this was not yet finished and multiple forms is to be tested. 

AJ further took the opportunity to congratulate KN on the success of the African Forum, where UCN sponsored one of the speakers. 
8. Treasurer’s Report (Jouni Ahonen - JA)
JA informed the meeting on the balances of the EC accounts. 

JA informed and explained the AGM about the costs and revenues of the federation.
JA concluded that EuroCHRIE is a healthy federation economic wise and asked the AGM to approve the budget.

9. EuroCHRIE 2014 in Dubai, UAE (John Fong - JF)  
JF made a quick sum up of the conference so far and made sure that everyone had received the latest updates on the conference program.
JF ensured the AGM that everything was ready for the Gala Dinner and it would be an event to remember. 

JF informed that EAHM was ready to hand over the conference to the MMU team.  
10. Board of Directors’ Reports and Area Consultants’ Report (as necessary):

I. NETWORKING & CONFERENCES (Risto Karmano)
Few candidates in hand for the upcoming conferences – RK called out for more institutions to bid on future EC conferences.  
II. COMMUNICATION & MARKETING (John Fong)
JF underlined that EuroCHRIE needs to be more active on Social medias and take advantage of the buzz that conference activities creates. He suggested future conference hosts to follow what EAHM is doing in relation to this year’s conference. 
III. MEMBERSHIP (John Lohr)
JL informed about the following items: 

· Increased EC-memberships – 160 members in 2013 to 205 in 2014
· JL further informed about the geographical division of memberships
· JL explained that is was important to turn institutional members into Premium memberships with the benefits that follows
· Communication with ICHRIE has improved; however there is still need for a more efficient work process in the future (this is a strategic item for EC to improve this)  
IV. INDUSTRY RELATIONS (Christian Perrette)
CP explained that Nestlé has sourced their foundations meaning that the Nestlé Pro Gastronomica Foundation will be merged. CP assured he will do what he can to make sure that Nestlé will support EuroCHRIE in the future, but his own position at this point is uncertain.  
V. RESEARCH
 (Elizabeth Ineson )
EI informed about the following items:

· Deadline for papers for Manchester conference will be March 2, 2015
· Reviewers are encouraged to come with comments for next year’s proceedings
· The reviewer form will be updates and include a practice paper version.
· Call out for new reviewers to join the portfolio
VI. EDUCATION (Susan Horner)
SH thanked JF for his work on the conference 

SH informed that she will carry on with the African Forum. SH hope to improve the forum and make it an annual. The EC board supported this initiative. 
SH informed that she would like to upgrade the link between students, institutions and industry in order to be able to map which companies provides great internship opportunities. SH suggested to create an award for great internship companies.
